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and the preparation thereof as the Company may charge to customers 
generally from time to time for such services and the Customer shall be 
liable for such costs in addition to the Consideration 

12.2 In the event that the Company is required by a party other than the 
Customer to present the results or findings of Services carried out by the 
Company for the Customer in any legal proceedings relating to the 
Customer, the Customer shall pay all costs and fees arising from any 
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No failure or delay by the Company to exercise any right, power or 
remedy will operate as a waiver of it nor will any partial exercise preclude 
any further exercise of the same or of some other right, power or remedy. 

26. Governing Law 
26.1 The Contract and any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with 

it or its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or 
claims) shall be governed by and construed under the laws of Ireland.  

26.2 Each party irrevocably agrees that the courts of Ireland shall have 
exclusive jurisdiction to settle any dispute or claim arising out of or in 
connection with the Contract or its subject matter or formation (including 
non-contractual disputes or claims).
